VALENTINE’S STRAWBERRY TART

Submitted by: Renee Stanzione

INGREDIENTS
* 1 1/4 c. all-purpose flour * 1/2 c. sour cream
* 1/2 tsp. kosher salt * 1 c. very cold heavy cream

* 3 tbsp. granulated sugar 1/2 c. store-bought dulce de leche
* 1/2 ¢. (1 stick) cold unsalted butter, cut into small 1 1/2 1b. Strawberries, sliced
pieces  Confectioner's sugar, for serving

* 2 tbsp. ice water
* 3 c. pie weights, dry beans or rice
* 1 (8 ounce) package cream cheese

INSTRUCTIONS

1. In a food processor, pulse the flour, salt, and 1 tablespoon sugar to combine. Add the butter and pulse to form fine
crumbs. Add the water and pulse until the dough comes together. Refrigerate until chilled, about 20 minutes. You
can substitute with a ready-made pie crust.

2. Heat oven to 375 degrees F.

3. Beat the cream cheese and remaining 2 tablespoons of sugar until smooth, 1 to 2 minutes. Add the sour cream and
beat to combine. With the mixer on low, gradually add the heavy cream, mixing until fully incorporated. Increase
the speed and beat until the mixture has thickened and doubled in volume, about 2 minutes.

4. Spread the dulce de leche evenly over the bottom of the crust. Spoon the cream cheese mixture on top, gently
spreading to smooth. Top with strawberries. Serve immediately or cover and refrigerate overnight. Dust with
confectioner's sugar just before serving, if desired.
